All pupils have been given study practice packs in maths and reading. It is Easter holidays work - easily
transportable and will help pupils prepare for the tests 3 weeks after we return. All pupils are expected
to do the work to the best of their ability. It would be beneficial if adults could support the work and we
will put the answers on Google classroom after week 1 so that they can help mark it and go over errors.
This is the most important part so that pupils address their misunderstanding with you. It is set out as
approx. 10 minutes of each subject a day for 10 days. It is up to the child if they do it as such or in longer
timed chunks over less days.

This is a good opportunity for pupils to learn that when tests and exams are coming up, that it's important
that they do some work towards them in terms of recap and revision. In year 7 onwards this will be
expected to be done both in school and in their own time.
